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This ordinance amends the Police Management Compensation Plan, Ordinance No. 2715-2013, as amended, to enact
language regarding compensating a Police Deputy Chief at the same rate as a Police Assistant Chief when the duties of
the Police Assistant Chief are performed by the Police Deputy Chief for eight (8) or more hours; to remove the Police
Deputy Chief from Section 7(G); and to repeal obsolete language regarding the 2021 COVID-19 vaccine incentive.

Emergency action is necessary to timely implement the proposed amendment.

To amend Ordinance No. 2715-2013, as amended, the Police Management Compensation Plan, by enacting Section 7(H),
to amend Section 6(G), to repeal Section 6(F) and to declare an emergency.

WHEREAS, it is necessary to amend the Police Management Compensation Plan by enacting Section 7(H) in order to
compensate a Police Deputy Chief at the same rate as a Police Assistant Chief when the duties of the Police Assistant
Chief are performed by a Police Deputy Chief for eight (8) or more hours; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to amend the Police Management Compensation Plan by amending Section 7(G) to remove
the Police Deputy Chief and permit only the Police Assistant Chief to be compensated at the same rate as the Police Chief
when performing the Police Chief's duties for eight (8) or more hours; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to amend the Police Management Compensation Plan by repealing obsolete language in
Section 6(F) regarding the 2021 COVID-19 vaccine incentive; and

WHEREAS, an emergency exists in the usual daily operation of the Department of Human Resources in that it is
immediately necessary to amend certain provisions of the Police Management Compensation Plan, thereby preserving the
public peace, property, health, safety, and welfare; NOW, THEREFORE,
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BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COLUMBUS:
