As this
project has evolved, a gap was identified in the community engagement conducted to date — it has
generated qualitative insights, but not quantitative, insights. An opportunity was identified to create a
digital engagement methodology that would capture quantitative input from more residents than have
participated in the community engagement process to date, as well as to capture insights from a dataset
that is more demographically representative of the Columbus population.
