This project includes completion of final engineering for Phase B of improvements to the N.
Hamilton Road corridor from Morse Road to SR-161 and intersecting arterial roadways,
Morse Road and Dublin-Granville Road, to increase vehicular capacity, extend bikeway
facilities, and complete gaps in the pedestrian system.

The project was formally advertised on the Vendor Services web site from April 30, 2015, to
May 21, 2015.   The city received ten (10) responses.  All proposals were deemed responsive
and were fully evaluated when the Evaluation Committee met on May 28, 2015.   The
responding firms were:

2.      Their proposed team will be led by a strong project manager and co-project manager
with expertise in drainage and BMPs.

3.      Stantec mentioned utilizing "over-the-shoulder" review to expedite the completion of
this project.

4.      Stantec also prepared a very detailed schedule showing how they will deliver this
project and promised to deliver final plans within 7 months.

5.      Stantec proposed an innovative plan for right-of-way acquisition that has never been
attempted by the City.
