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Greg Davies is the Chief of Staff for City of Columbus Mayor
Andrew J. Ginther. In his current capacity, Davies is responsible for
managing Mayor Ginther’s office, as well as managing Mayor
Ginther’s cabinet, comprised of thirteen directors.
