Situated in the State of Ohio, County of Franklin, City of Columbus, being located in Quarter 

Township 4, Township 2, Range 17 of the United States Military Lands and being 1.120 acres 

within a 9.842 acre parcel conveyed to BEN W. HALE, JR., TRUSTEE as described in Official 

Record 34299G14 and being more particularly described as follows: 

 

Being a parcel of land lying on the right side of the centerline of a survey made for project 

Hamilton Road, made by the Department of Transportation, and being located within the 

following described points in the boundary thereof: 

 

Beginning on the existing southerly right-of-way of Broadview Road (as dedicated in Plat Book 

93, Page 95) and being 30.00 feet right of Broadview Road Station 64+18.41; 

 

Thence along the said existing southerly right-of-way of Broadview Road, South 8641’46” East 

a distance of 58.12 feet to a point being 30.00 feet right of Broadview Road Station 64+76.53;
