BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COLUMBUS:

SECTION 1. That the City Auditor is hereby authorized and directed to appropriate $85,000.00 within the Reimagine
Safety subfund, fund 1000, subfund 100019, per the accounting code in the attachment to this ordinance.

SECTION 2. That the Auditor is hereby authorized and directed to transfer $85,000.00 within the general fund per the
accounting codes in the attachment to this ordinance.
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SECTION 3. That the Auditor is hereby authorized and directed to appropriate $85,000.00 within the Neighborhood
Initiatives subfund; fund 1000, subfund 100018, in Personnel-01 per the accounting codes in the attachment to this
ordinance.

SECTION 4. That the funds necessary to carry out the purpose of this ordinance are hereby deemed appropriated, and
the City Auditor shall establish such accounting codes as necessary.

SECTION 5. That this ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
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
