Funding for this purchase is
contingent on the Department of Finance and Management's citywide transfer, ordinance #1948-2007.

WHEREAS, the Purchasing Office has an existing Universal Term Contract FL002795 for the purchase of uniforms; and

WHEREAS, the Division of Police has a need for uniforms and uniform parts for the new recruit class; and

WHEREAS, an emergency exists in the usual operation in the Division of Police, Department of Public Safety, in that it is
immediately necessary to enter into a contract with Roy Tailors Uniform Company of Columbus, Inc. for the preservation of the
public, health, peace, property, safety, welfare; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COLUMBUS:

SECTION 1. That the Finance and Management Director be and is hereby authorized and directed to enter into contract with Roy
Tailors Uniform Company of Columbus, Inc. for the purchase of police uniforms for the Division of Police on the basis of UTC #
FL002795.

SECTION 2. That the expenditure of $229,696.25 or so much thereof as may be needed is hereby authorized as follows:
