WHEREAS, teachers encounter new students each year who each require an individualized approach as each student
learns differently and has a different set of circumstances, which causes teachers to work on average more than 52 hours
a week, including 30 hours on instruction and 22 hours on tasks like preparing lessons and grading papers; and

WHEREAS, by preparing students for successful careers and creating a skilled workforce for tomorrow’s economy,
while also encouraging students to be active and informed citizens capable of guiding our country through civic
engagement, teachers ensure our education system continues to be a foundational building block of our society; now,
