WHEREAS, The members of the CAC strive to continue the legacy of sisterhood, scholarship and service. Their Annual
Be The Light Initiative, provides a platform to shine a light and bring awareness on issues that disproportionately affect
our community in an effort to raise our collective voice and speak truth to power; and

that aims to put women in a box. The women of Delta Sigma Theta Sorority, Inc. are bold, confident, educated,
determined leaders that will continue to fight for not only this generation, but for the future generation of leaders to come.
